Day to Day mini assignments

· Food chain– due date February 19th

· Include pictures/names of the organisms

· Arrows show the energy flow

· Trophic levels correctly labelled

· Pyramid of energy, biomass or number– due date February 19th
· Include pictures/names of the organisms

· Same organisms as food chain

· Include trophic levels

· Food web– due date February 21st
· At least 10 organisms – with names and pictures
· Arrows show energy flow

· Lots of connections
· Trophic levels indicated through a legend
· Symbiosis– due date February 21st
· Picture,  correct type and description given

· Climatograph – due date Feb 27th
· City, country from your biome region – include a map
· Correct format (temp = line, precipitation = bars )and axis labelled

· Hand drawn or computer generated
· Climate data included in table form

· Description of the climate of your biome region – based on the Climatograph
· 2 examples of adaptations– due date March 3rd
· 2 different organisms

· Pictures of each organism
· Explanation of why the adaptations have occurred. In other words, why are these changes beneficial?

· Foreign Species – due date March 5th
· Picture, one example of a foreign species

· Description of how the foreign species has impacted the native species in the biome region


· Final Product – due date March 11th
· All mini assignments organized according to the checklist above

FORMAT OPTIONS:

1. Portfolio – bring in each mini assignment on paper by each due date

Blog or Website: Writing text will be no problem. Pictures will be more complex. If you have created an image in word that you would like to add to your blog – you will need to turn the word document into an image. Try one of the following options.
Steps for turning a word document into an image:

1. Complete your image – food chain, web or pyramid in word.

2. Press Print
3. Choose CutePDF Writer – as your printer

4. Press Print again
5. Save the file – in a place you can find it again

6. Open the pdf file

7. Press Edit – Take a Snapshot

8. Highlight the image

9. Copy the image – paste it into a word document

10. Right click and save as picture (in a place you can find it again).

11. In your blog/website – now press insert image – find the picture in your files.

Other options:

· Using the snipping tool if you have windows 7 or higher

· http://windows.microsoft.com/en-us/windows7/products/features/snipping-tool
· Use the print screen button – (prtsc), paste it into the paint program and then select/crop the section that you want. Then save as a .png or jpeg.
· Use Zamzar - http://www.zamzar.com/convert/doc-to-jpg/ to convert documents from word to jpeg (super easy to use and the document will be emailed to you so that you can download it and save it)
· Take a picture with your phone
